Well here we are at the end of another season and
what a season it's been. The Men's 2nds started out
the season with the aim of being competitive in our
league after finishing the previous season rock
bottom with only 2 wins and 1 draw to our name.

Unfortunately our first game at home to Buxton
didn't go quite to plan and proved that possession
doesn't always make wins as we went down 4-2 in a
match we really should have got something out of.
After the match the lads got together and had a chat
with the decision we weren't going to have another
season like the previous and we were going to go out
and win our next match. The lads kept to that as we
hosted Derby Asterdale, who had been relegated
from the league above over the summer, running out
comfortable 4-1 winners. This was the start to an
undefeated run which went all the way through until
the beginning of February when Derby got revenge
with a 2-0 win over us. That was our second and last
defeat of the season as we finished strongly with a 9-
0 victory over Ramgarhia and a 5-1 win in the local
derby against Kettering.

At the end of the season the team were able to hold
their heads up and be proud of what we achieved
and the stats speak for themselves, top goalscorers
in the league, 2nd best defence in the league
(conceding only one more goal then the top
defence), best home record in the league (W5, D1,
L1), no team in the league took all 6 points off us and
we ended up third missing out on promotion by 1
point. All in all, for a team this time last year sat
rock bottom of the league to a team that was pushing
for promotion and even challenging for the title for
the vast majority of the season it has been a great
season and next year we hope to build on it. A quick
couple of thank you's for people who have helped
out throughout the season:

Expectations were high for the Ladies this season after winning

winning every game in the process! However, this season in the
Premier League proved to be a tougher test and it soon became
clear that it was to be a three horse race for promotion to the
Midlands Leagues. The battle lines were drawn early on between
Harborough, Hinckley, who had just been relegated from the
Midlands and who were determined to go straight back up, and a
very strong Loughborough Students side, who had a huge squad of
players to call upon. With only one team going up, the battle for

that place was as tight as it could be with all three teams taking
points off each other and winning the majority of their other games. It was only in the final few games that
promotion was decided. With just 3 matches to go, although Harborough had drawn more games than our
two closest rivals, we remained the only team still unbeaten, when finally, the record was lost to rivals
Hinckley, in a 2-1 defeat after a tightly-fought match.

Despite the fact that we may look back on the season and think that perhaps we should have won some of
the games that were drawn, the Ladies finished a very creditable 34 in the league, which for a team which
has only been playing together for two seasons, is a fantastic achievement and I am a very proud captain!
We finished with the 214 highest number of goals scored and had the best defensive record. Credit must go
to our goal keeper Angie Shaw who kept so many clean sheets and who has also recently been selected to
play in the Over 40s Midlands Masters competition.

Top goal scorer this year was new signing Kayleigh Glover who scored an impressive 45 goals overall,
including 33 league and cup goals and 12 in friendlies. Ellie Hand also had a great season in front of goal,
scoring a total of 25 goals for the season. Player of the Season went to veteran Sue Henderson, who has also
been selected for the Midlands Masters tournament, with Molly Quilter winning Most Improved.
